Transfer of Credit to Other Institutions

The transferability of credits that a student earns at Concorde is at the complete discretion of the institution to which
he or she may seek to transfer. Acceptance of the degree or diploma earned is also at the complete discretion of the
institution to which the student may seek to transfer.

If the credits or credential earned at Concorde are not accepted at the institution to which the student seeks to
transfer, the student may be required to repeat some or all of the coursework at that institution. For this reason, the
student should make certain that his or her attendance at Concorde will meet his or her educational goals. This may
include contacting an institution to which he or she may seek to transfer after attending Concorde to determine if his
or her credits or credential will transfer.

Concorde does not imply, promise or guarantee that any credits earned at Concorde will transfer to or be accepted
by any other institution. There is a meaningful possibility that some or all credits earned at Concorde will not transfer
to or be recognized by other institutions, and it is the student's responsibility to find out in advance of enrollment
whether a receiving institution will recognize a course of study or accept credits earned at Concorde.
